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 Millions of Americans are living with Alzheimer’s disease and it is the seventh leading cause of death in 
the United States. Alzheimer’s is the most common type of dementia. Dementia is a progressive, 
irreversible decline in mental function. People with dementia are high users of long-term health care 
services. Although most patients receive care at home, as their dementia progresses they generally 
receive more care from family and other unpaid caregivers. Many patients with Alzheimer’s and other 
dementias also receive paid services at home, in adult day centers, in assisted living facilities, in 
nursing homes, or in more than one of these settings at different times in the course of their illness. As 
baby boomers age and the average lifespan grows, the prevalence of dementias will the need for 
caregivers for this population. 

 

 There is a lack of evidence-based guidance available on the comparative effectiveness of long-term 
care settings for patients and families needing these often costly and important services. Therefore, a 
synthesis of what is currently known and not known, along with necessary areas of new research, is 
needed for this topic. This topic will move forward as a new systematic review on the comparative 
effectiveness of long-term care settings for patients with dementia.
