 This topic was found to be addressed by an existing systematic review by the Cochrane Collaboration 
titled Over-the-counter medications for acute cough in children and adults in ambulatory settings. The 
main objective of this review was to assess the effects of oral OTC preparations for acute cough (less 
than three weeks’ duration) in children and adults in ambulatory settings. Because many different 
groups of OTC medicines are available, the authors aimed to make comparisons only within groups of 
preparations with a similar mode of action or other similar features. The review included non-
prescription oral OTC medicines for cough, classified according to their mode of action, including 
antitussives, expectorants, mucolytics, antihistamine-decongestant combinations, other drug 
combinations using different ingredients, and antihistamines.  
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
